T H E  P H I L O S O P H Y

The Summer Program at The New Community School (TNCS) offers 
middle school students an op por tu ni ty to improve basic skills in read ing, 
writing, mathematics, key board ing or or ga ni za tion al/study skills.  The short 
courses are remedial in nature.  Small class sizes provide direct and in di vid u al 
attention.  The at mo sphere is a com fort able one where students are involved 
in in ter ac tive, multi-sensory, struc tured, yet fun activities.  Sports classes give 
students an outlet to express their athleticism, balancing the demands of aca-
demic classes.

The range of remedial skills cov ered is in ten tion al ly nar rowed for this short 
time period so that progress can be made and ob served.  Brief diagnostic test-
ing at the be gin ning and end of each course may be administered to provide 
teach ers the information need ed to plan ap pro pri ate in struc tion and report on 
progress at the end of the course.

Cursive Handwriting offers students a chance to im prove their pen man ship.  
Cursive writing is an im por tant skill in today’s society, and students in the middle 
school grades rarely have the opportunity to improve their skill.

Learning to Write provides individualized, multisensory instruction beginning 
with basic sentence patterns and culminating in the composition of a personal nar-
rative. Students may use the computer as a tool to assist the writing process.  Class 
size is limited to eight to assure individual attention.

Math: You Can Do It focuses on remediating basic math skills.  Students will 
experience math through multisensory activities that enable them to understand 
the concepts as well as to learn math facts.  Students will use math manipulatives to 
learn whole number concepts and problem-solving.  Class size is limited to eight to 
allow for individualized instruction.

Reading On Your Own engages students in a multisensory, Orton-Gillingham 
approach to learning how to read and spell.  Class size is limited to four so students 
can receive individual instruction in the most basic syllable patterns and sound-
symbol relationships.

Keyboarding: A Life Skill teaches the fundamentals of touch typing through an 
innovative, multisensory, language-based method.
